Coverage varies from title to
title.

Each issue of every newspaper is indexed thoroughly, so searchers have access to not only top news
stories but also detailed information on the arts, sports, business, and popular culture. Even such items
as editorials, editorial cartoons, obituaries, and letters to the editor from well known people are indexed.
